WORKSHOP: SELF- SUSTAINED PARTICIPATION
Objectives: The debate will focus on the following questions

A sdf-sustained participation entails that people eventualy become autonomous
to lead the process on their own. How can this circumstance take place?

Any process of participatory research involves severa types of socid actors. for
instance, citizens, policy-makers, socia movements, public services
professionals and the *experts' in participation. What factors can avail an open
discussion between them? What conflicts between or within them can hinder the
process?

Does participatory research avail or hinder peopl€ s self-organisation?

How can we assessthe vdidity of the knowledge that participatory research
produces?

Program



We will organise the workshop in aflexible way in two rooms, one big and one small,
a the Ateneu. Thus, during the first hour we will divide the group so asto discussthe
experiences that have been proposed; afterwards, we will gather so as to discuss the
theoretical questions in base to the concrete experiences.

We cannot deliver thefind list of experiences. But we can dready distinguish two
clusters of proposals that will be the issue of the two sub-groups during the first hour:
on the one hand, those experiences where severd actors take part, and on the other
hand, those experiences where some socid movements are the main protagonist.
